Faith That Endures

Hebrews 11 is often called the “faith hall of fame,” reminding us that
without faith it is impossible to please God (11:6). Abraham stepped out
in obedience without knowing his destination, and countless others—
prophets, kings, and ordinary people—saw God’s power turn weakness
into strength. Though they never received the fullness of God’s promise,
they laid the foundation for us, the ones who now run the race of faith
with our eyes fixed on Jesus (12:1-2).

Faith is not only found in Scripture but in our daily lives. For example,
farming is an act of faith—sowing seed without knowing the outcome of
the harvest.
